Hidden around the page are 8 bees. Can you find them 
all? Can you draw a flower for each bee? How many 
flowers did you draw?

Make a cake with a 
grown-up. Spread some 
icing over the top and 
then for decorations, use 
some chocolate buttons 
or small sweets. Can you 
add 8 decorations on to 
the top of your cake?

Octopuses are sea creatures. Can you find 
out why the number 8 is special for an 
octopus?

Spiders have 8 legs. Make a model spider using playdough, paper or empty 
packaging. You could use an empty yoghurt pot or section of egg box, or 
playdough and pipe cleaners. Count the legs carefully as you add 
them to your model. We would love to see your model spiders!
